Parents and students should listen to radio or television announcements regularly regarding the approach
of rainstorms. If a Rainstorm, “Amber” or “Red” or “Black” Warning Signal is issued, the school will
make the following arrangements.

The
school will ensure that conditions are safe before allowing
students to return home.

® Students who have not left for school should stay home.

® If students learn the class suspension announcement on their
way to school, they should decide whether to proceed to the
school taking into consideration the rain, road, slope or traffic

conditions.
(iii) Issued from 8:00 a.m. ® The school will continue the lessons until the end of the normal
onwards school hours and ought to ensure that conditions are safe

before allowing students to return home.

Parents may exercise their discretion on deciding whether to allow their children to go to school under
the inclement weather conditions. Students should stay at home if parents have considered the weather
or traffic conditions are not suitable for attending classes. Allowance will be given to the affected
students for being late or absent from school. They will not be penalized under exceptional
circumstances.

If the school is in session when the EDB announces the immediate suspension of classes, the school will
activate the contingency plan to ensure that our students are kept in safe conditions and proper
arrangements have been made for them to return home at an appropriate time. An announcement on the
closure of school or suspension of classes does not mean all students are allowed to go home
immediately.
