Conduct grade must be C- or above.
F3toF4

F.4 to F.5* | Average mark must be 40 or above;

F.5to F.6 | Pass in Chinese, English, Mathematics, Citizenship and Social Development and one
elective subject to be taken in HKDSE (40 marks or above, not including applied
learning subjects);

Conduct grade must be C- or above.

(*Repeaters may not be able to take their original elective subjects.)
For students who cannot meet the above standards, the school may consider the students’ academic
results, discipline committee’s comments, the number of students and the combination of subjects in
deciding the promotion. For students who are diagnosed (by a social worker and EDB’s representatives)
to have learning difficulties, special arrangement will be considered on a case-by-case basis. For
enquiries, please contact our Vice-principal, Mr. Cheung Kin Keung or our teacher, Mr. Fok Kin Shing.
